BRYAN CITY COUNCIL

OCTOBER 19, 2020
Council President F. John Betts opened the meeting at 5:30 p.m. with the following members present in the Bryan City Council Chambers: Jim Kozumplik, Mary Leatherman, Judith Yahraus, and Richard Hupe.  Also present in the Council Chambers were: Mayor Carrie Schlade and City Clerk-Treasurer Laura Rode.      

Participating via teleconference were the following City employees:  City Attorney Rhonda Fisher, Police Chief Christopher Chapa, Fire Chief Bruce Siders, Street Commissioner Tyson Engstrom, Planning and Zoning Administrator Andy Waterston, Parks and Recreation Director Benjamin Dominique, and Videographer Kristopher Bryce.
Mrs. Yahraus moved, Ms. Leatherman seconded, to approve the minutes from the October 6, 2020, Regular Meeting as written.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.   Motion carried.  

Mr. Hupe moved, Mr. Kozumplik seconded, to approve the Clerk-Treasurer’s report for the month ending September 30, 2020, as submitted by Clerk-Treasurer Rode.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.

Mr. Kent Hardy with the local citizens’ group C.A.R.E. (Creating A Real Equality) approached Council to discuss the possibility of holding town hall meetings to address issues including racism, bias, and inequality.  It was his opinion that those are generally unspoken issues in the City and that town hall meetings could facilitate addressing the issues.  Another member of the group, Lori Avina, felt the City should embrace diversity as it occurs.  Further discussion was held with Councilman Hupe thanking them for presenting the issue.  Council President Betts noted that social distancing may make town hall meetings difficult; however, it was noted that technology assists in making meetings possible even during the public health crisis.  Further discussion was held.

Ordinance No. 46, 2020, titled,

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CLERK-TREASURER TO ISSUE CHANGE ORDER #2 AND FINAL FOR THE PROJECT KNOWN AS  “2020 STREET IMPROVEMENT OF MAYBERRY DRIVE FROM YMCA TO CENTER STREET, BRYAN, OHIO.”  

was presented and read by title only.  Planning and Zoning Administrator Waterston  requested Council approve change order number two (2) and final for the Mayberry Drive Street Improvement project.  The change order is an increase of $5,248.89 primarily due to an increase in asphalt for parking lots.  
Mrs. Yahraus moved, Mr. Kozumplik seconded, to suspend the reading of Ordinance No. 46, 2020, on three separate days.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.    

Ms. Leatherman moved, Mr. Hupe seconded, to pass Ordinance No. 46, 2020.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.

Ordinance No. 47, 2020, titled,

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CLERK-TREASURER TO ISSUE CHANGE ORDER #1 & FINAL FOR THE PROJECT KNOWN AS “2020 PAVEMENT MARKING PROGRAM.” 

was presented and read by title only.  Planning and Zoning Administrator Waterston requested Council approve change order number one (1) and final for the 2020 Pavement Marking Program.  The change order represents a decrease of $10,555.49.  Further discussion was held. 
Ms. Leatherman moved, Mr. Kozumplik seconded, to suspend the reading of Ordinance No. 47, 2020, on three separate days.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.
Mrs. Yahraus moved, Mr. Hupe seconded, to pass Ordinance No. 47, 2020.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.
Ordinance No. 48, 2020, titled,

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE CITY OF BRYAN FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2020, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.   

was presented and read by title only.  City Clerk-Treasurer Rode detailed the appropriation request for Council.  Further discussion was held.
Mr. Kozumplik moved, Ms. Leatherman seconded, to suspend the reading of Ordinance No. 48, 2020, on three separate days.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.
Ms. Leatherman moved, Mrs. Yahraus seconded, to pass Ordinance No. 48, 2020.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.
Resolution No. 37, 2020, titled, 

A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE REPAYMENT OF AN INTER-FUND CASH ADVANCE     

was presented and read by title only.  Clerk-Treasurer Rode requested Council approve the repayment of an inter-fund cash advance for the South Williams Street project as the grant funds had been received.    
Mr. Hupe moved, Ms. Leatherman seconded, to suspend the reading of Resolution No. 37, 2020, on three separate days.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.  

Mrs. Yahraus
moved, Mr. Kozumplik seconded, to pass Resolution No. 37, 2020.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.
Fire Chief Siders requested that Volunteer Firefighter Casey Sanders be moved from probationary status to regular employment status effective October 19, 2020.  
Mr. Kozumplik moved, Ms. Leatherman seconded, to move Volunteer Firefighter Casey Sanders from probationary status to regular employment status with no change in pay effective October 19, 2020. 
Police Chief Chapa requested that Police Captain Tony Plotts be moved back to Patrol Officer status effective October 19, 2020, by mutual agreement.  Further discussion was held with Council member Leatherman asking why Captain Plotts would be returning to the Patrol Officer position.  Police Chief Chapa reiterated that it was a mutual decision while noting there was a difference in managerial styles.  Council member Leatherman inquired if a write up was involved to which Mayor Schlade replied that a coaching letter had been issued.  Further discussion was held.
Mr. Kozumplik moved, Mr. Betts seconded, to move Police Captain Tony Plotts back to Patrol Officer status effective October 19, 2020, taking him from $31.10 per hour to $27.72 per hour.  Roll call vote:  Kozumplik, aye; Betts, aye; Hupe, aye; Yahraus, nay; Leatherman, nay. Motion carried.

Mayor Schlade requested to reclassify Wastewater Operator Trainee Brett Miller to Class 1 Operator effective October 19, 2020.

Mrs. Yahraus moved, Ms. Leatherman seconded, to reclassify Wastewater Operator Trainee Brett Miller to Class 1 Operator effective October 19, 2020, taking him from $16.40 per hour to $18.40 per hour.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.

Fire Chief Siders advised Council that while the awards banquet for the Fire Department was limited in attendance due to COVID-19, several awards for training and service were given.  He specifically noted that Volunteer Firefighter/EMT Ryan Hake received the Firefighter of the Year award and that Lieutenant Volunteer Firefighter Greg Grisier had received the Chief’s Award for Professionalism.  

Council members thanked the Bryan Fire Department for all they do for the City and thanked Mr. Hardy for attending the meeting with his concerns.
Mr. Kozumplik moved, Ms. Leatherman seconded, to go into Executive Session to discuss the compensation of personnel at 6:13 p.m.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.

Asked to attend the Executive Session were:  Mayor Schlade, Parks and Recreation Director Dominique, and City Clerk-Treasurer Rode.  All attended the Executive Session in Council Chambers.
Mrs. Yahraus moved, Ms. Leatherman seconded, to adjourn the Executive Session at 6:33 p.m.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried.

Discussion was then held regarding a recent parade held through the City to ensure a permit had been obtained.  Mayor Schlade confirmed that a permit was obtained and that the City of Bryan Police Department handled the parade without the assistance of the County Sherriff’s Office.

City Attorney Fisher entered the Council Chambers at 6:38 p.m. 

Further discussion was held regarding the requirements to hold a parade within the City.

Mr. Hupe moved, Ms. Leatherman seconded, to adjourn the meeting.  Roll call vote:  all ayes; nays, none.    Motion carried.
